e Aleksanteri Institute is able to host Georgian lecturers between the period of Sep-
tember—November 2013.

e Aleksanteri Institute invites course proposals from the field of social sciences with
a focus to post-soviet space and South Caucasus.

e The participants of the teacher exchange will get an opportunity to establish new
professional contacts which may lead to interesting collaborations in the future.
Selected teachers will also get an opportunity to use the excellent library services
of the University of Helsinki.
