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I. Latvian scholarships for studies at the Latvian Higher Education Institutions
(hereinafter - HEI) in the academic year 201712018

a) Applicationconditions

Scholarships for applicants from one country may not exceed 107o from the total

grant amount for study scholarships of the year in question'

Language of instruction at Latvian higher education institutions is mainly Latvian,

ho**"rei there are a few study programmes offered in English (please visit the

website: r.vwrv.stuclvinlatvia.lv for more information)'

Apptications for bachelor's and the first level of professional higher education studies

wiil be accepted from students who have successfully completed at least one

academic year ofstudies (at their home HEI or at a Latvian HEI, if they already have

been studying in Latvia) at the moment of application (February, March 2017)'

Scholarships for bachelor's and master's studies are granted for one academic year -
a time period up to 10 months (for PhD-students - up to 11 months)'

Scholarship for master's studies in the study proglammes of Latvian philology,

Latvian literature, Latvian culture and LaWian history are considered to be priorities,

thus a scholarship can be granted for two academic years, i.e. for the duration of the

whole master's studY Programme.

If a student wants to continue her/his studies in Latvia for one more year, she/he has

to re-apply for the Latvian scholarship. The Latvian scholarship can be awarded not

more tila; for two consecutive terms to one individual (unless the studies are related

to Latvian language, culture and history)'

The academic year in Latvia lasts from l't September to 30th June'

b) Application procedure (deadline l't April 2017)

As of February 2017 on-line application form will be open to submit applications for

Latvian scholarship for studies on the website w$rv.viaa.gov.lv/scholarships. An

Ifapplicants are nominated by a competent authority of their countries - Ministry of
Education4 Agency for Education eti. -, they haveio contact the authority and send
application documents to the authority as weil, ifrequired.

c) Financialprovisions

The amount of the Latvian scholarship for studies is:
- for bachelor's and master's students - 500 EUR per month;
- for PhD students - 670 EUR per month

If the Latvian HEI requires a tuition fee for the chosen study programme, he/she
can use the scholarship for covering of the tuition fee or for accommodation and
meals. Please take into account that the amount of the scholarship i, noi rr-igh
enough to cover both.
Upon request, the host HEI provides the scholarship holder with a place in a
dormitory or a guesthouse. Requests for accommoiation in the intemational
student dormitories must be submitted one month before arriving. In any mo.rth
in.which the foreign student is present in the territory of iatvia for less than 15
calendar days no scholarship is provided.
The, Latvian scholarship cannot be awarded concu(ently with other
scholarships.
Travel expenses to the Latvian HEI and back to the country of origin are not
covered by the Latvian scholarship.
Scholarship holders are required to make their own arangements for insurance
coverage.

d) Evaluation ofapplications and information on results

All applications will be evaluated and the final decision on granting scholarships will
be made by the evaluation committee of vIAA. euality evaluation

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II. Latvian fellowships for research work in Latvian Higher Education
Institutions in the academic year 201712018

a) Applicationconditions

Only academic and scientific staff of foreign higher education and research
institutions are eligible candidates for the Latvian state fellowship for research.

The fellowships are granted for a time period of up to 5 months.

The academic year in Latvia lasts from 1st September to 30ft June.

b) Application procedure (deadline lst April 2017)

As of February 2017 on-line application form will be open to submit applications for
Latvian fellowship for research at the website www.viaa.gov.lv/scholarships. An
applicant will have to register at the system and make a profile with a unique login
and password. After that an application form can be filled in onJine and necessary
documents can be attached to the form as well. The system will require following
documents to be uploaded:

1. Curriculum Vitae (CV) and list of academic publications (applicants are asked to
use the Europass CV form).
2. Research plan for research work in Latvia.
3. Letter of motivation.
4. Photocopy of Master's diploma (including diploma supplement) or of a PhD-
diploma.
5. Copy of a letter of recommendation from one academic staff member of home higher
education or research institution, signed within the last three months.
6. A copy of a letter of the relevant Latvian higher education institution or
research institution, confirming the foreigner's opportunity to do research work there.

7. Copy of the ID (identification document) or passport.

Al[ documents, which are not in Latvian or English, shall be translated into Latvian or
English.
Any incomplete applications will not be considered.

If applicants are nominated by a competent authority of their countries - Ministry of
Educationa, Agency for Education etc. -, they have to contact the authority and send

application documents to the authority as well, ifrequired.

c) Financial provisions

. The amount of the Latvian fellowship is 30,00 EUR per day and
300,00 EUR for accommodation per month.

. The fellowship holder is expected to remain in residence in Riga/ Latvia for
the full duration of the proposed period. If she/he is absent from the host HEI
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more than 14 consecutive days, his/trer fellowship will be cancelled'

. Upon request, the host HEI provides the fellowship holder with a place in a

dormitory or a guesthouse. Requests for accommodation in the intemational

student dormitories must be submitted one month before arrival. Altematively,

foreign researchers may consider renting an apartment in the city'
. The Latvian fellowship cannot be awarded concurrently with other

scholarships.

b) Application procedure (deadline 4 Mray 2017)

3. Motivation letter.

school is 711 EUR per person for the duration of the summer school.o The scholarships will be transferred by the vrdq to the summer school
organizers, no money will be handed out to the Latvian scholarship winners.o The participants of the summer schools have to cover travel expenses from the
country of origin to the summer school location in Latvia themielves.

d) Evaluation of applications and information on results

The frnal decision on granting scholarships will be made by the evaluation
committeee of VIAA. HEIs will inform all applicants on the results.
